Current Club Grade, Email Address and / or Phone Number.

Slides are to be standard size, spotted and labelled per the handbook.
Digital Images for the 2008 Inter Club competition can be lodged with Ted or Ralph from now until close of
entries 2" June. Our Club and 16 other clubs in SEQ affiliated with PSQ will be competing at an event at
Nerang Saturday 12" July. This competition is open to Digital Images only.
