Please Note:  For the first time, now that the digital age is well upon us, members will be able to
submit Digital Projected Images.   Details will be in the members’ handbook and on the entry
forms.

The following will be of assistance:  Projected Digital images should be lodged via a CD or DVD.
Digital images must be submitted as sRGB JPG files not greater than 3 mb.  (Use the JPEG
compression level to achieve the required file size.)  Images must not be greater than 1024
pixels on the longest side.  Please ensure that you label both the disc and the outer case with
your name, competition number, phone number and email address (if available).  Use a soft
black pen to avoid damaging the disc.  This information is required if the Competitions Director
needs to contact you in case of difficulties with the CD or DVD.

Name the files in the following Redlands U/C Camera Club competition format:  “OPEN OR SET
SUBJECT-Grade-Title-Initial Surname.jpg”  eg, “ABSTRACT-AB-Storey Bridge-J Smith.jpg”
(with 3 hyphens).  This format saves the Competitions Director a lot of time retyping the details.

Finally, please place your entries in the corresponding section folders on the CD or DVD.  If you
need some help here please see someone on the committee who will be only too pleased to
help you.   After all, as you will see on our web site that is one of the aims of the club, to help
and assist everyone to become proficient in all aspects of photography.
